To our beloved church, friends, and brothers and sisters in Christ: 

Please receive an affectionate greeting from the Peña Family. We address you with hearts 

full of gratitude, remembering how the Lord has sustained and strengthened us throughout every 

stage of this journey. 

What was once a long-term aspiration now has a definitive date. In just two months, we will 

undertake our geographic relocation to Mexico to continue our ministerial transition and fulfill the 

mission entrusted to us by the Lord. This step represents the conclusion of a blessed cycle in Chile 

and the beginning of a new season of service, where we seek to continue walking with wisdom and 

discernment. 

 

TRANSITION TIMELINE: CHILE TO MEXICO 

 

• Alliances in Chile: We are 

currently finalizing strategic 

alliances to ensure the 

congregation remains under the 

care of brothers from the Baptist 

Convention of Chile. This ensures 

the spiritual health and doctrinal 

continuity of the local church. 

• Ministerial Health: We 

consider this transition vital for 

our growth as leaders and for the 

church in Chile to begin a new 

stage of maturity. 

• A Great Step of Faith: We 

share that my wife, Anmari—who through her employment provided 70% of our family’s 

financial support during these years in Chile—has finally left her job to dedicate herself full-

time to the transition process. This is a decision we reached through prayer, fully trusting in 

the Lord’s provision. 

 



SPECIFIC PRAYER REQUESTS 

 

As with any transition of faith, this path is accompanied by challenges that we wish to lay at the feet 

of the Lord alongside you. We share our most pressing needs so that you may uphold us in prayer 

regarding the following: 

 

1. Documentation Restoration: We 

require financial provision to reprocess 

our passports (mine and my daughter 

Anya’s), as they were stolen last year 

during a robbery in our home. The cost is 

approximately $200 USD for both 

documents, including other minor 

procedures my wife is completing at her 

embassy to ensure all her residency 

documents are in order. 

2. Anmari’s Health: For private 

medical examinations My wife must undergo before leaving the country due to chronic pain 

and issues that have surfaced in recent months. Because these are not covered by insurance 

or have excessively long waiting periods (years), we must fund them privately to ensure she 

travels in optimal health. The cost is approximately $95 USD for a spinal/lumbar MRI. 

3. Anya’s Education: For our daughter’s educational transition. In Mexico, we will begin 

paying tuition, a new expense in our school budget that we trust the Lord will provide for. 

This includes approximately $300 USD for enrollment fees and roughly $90 USD in 

monthly tuition. 

4. Final Logistics: For the closing of cycles in Chile and for wisdom to manage every resource 

during these final 60 days before the move.
